The Union Ground Assault:
Advance of Abbott's Brigade

January 15, 1865
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Abbott's Brigade (2nd, 1st Division, XXIV Army Corps):

(1) Abbott's brigade enters the fort around 6:00 p.m., and deploys Rel”y
for the final sweep by 9:00 p.m.

(2) The 3rd New Hampshire advances along the battlements.

(3) The 7th New Hampshire advances between the palisades and
the fort's outer wall, and then scales the Northeast Bastion.

(4) The 6th Connecticut relieves elements of Ames' division in the
advance line of breastworks, then follows behind the 7th New
Hampsbhire to attack the land front near the Northeast Bastion.

(5) The 7th Connecticut advances to help strengthen
the line of breastworks on the parade ground.
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(2nd, XXIV Army Corps) survivors of the naval assault—retreat
northward to safety after dark !
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
